Core Question: Is the charter school’s education program a success?
[bookmark: _Toc59197377][bookmark: _Toc176778971]Introduction
The Academic Performance Framework is intended as a baseline to institute performance-based accountability for demonstrable pupil outcomes. This framework is aligned with the state accountability system, the renewal standards, and State Board of Education guidance. It is also based on work conducted by the California Charter Authorizing Professionals (CCAP) and the Tri-State Alliance to Improve District-Led Charter Authorizing, the National Association of Charter School Authorizers (NACSA), FCMAT, and the Charter Authorizers Regional Support Network (CARSNet) and vetted through active use in the field.
From a continuous improvement lens, this framework would drive honest and supportive conversations with schools about their academic outcomes and inform an authorizer’s process for differentiated oversight throughout the charter term. Therefore, the framework should be deployed annually for each charter school in the authorizer’s portfolio. By doing so, the authorizer will track previous years’ charter term performance against the established renewal standards, thus creating a longitudinal view of calibrated performance-to-standard that ultimately culminates in high-stakes decisions on renewal.
The framework, combined with the frameworks for finance, operations/governance, and public policy, becomes an annual staff report that measures how well the charter school meets its obligations as outlined in the four core performance questions. The Annual Performance Progress Report provides a longitudinal view of each school’s progress throughout the charter term and summarizes the detailed academic framework for ease of access to the board and public, which becomes an Appendix Staff Report. 
Due to the correlation with high-stakes decision-making, the authorizer should share accurate and objective information to avoid or minimize any misunderstanding by the school and within the community.

The framework is structured to gauge the academic performance of a charter school’s outcomes using organized indicators, measures, metrics, targets, and ratings. This framework includes three types of data: [footnoteRef:1] [1:  These toolkits are intended as a resource for authorizers. Authorizers should consult legal counsel before finalizing their templates and guidance.] 

CA Dashboard Academic Performance Indicators: Criteria described in EC 47605 for four academic indicators (CA Dashboard ELA and math scores, the English Learner Progress Indicator (ELPI), and the College Career Indicator) applicable to all schools not classified as Dashboard Alternative School Status (DASS), and additional CA Dashboard measures of school climate and engagement. 
“Second Look” Indicators: Indicators and measures that the authorizer and school consider alternative, robust measures of achievement/growth and postsecondary success, including those measures meeting the “second look” and verified data[footnoteRef:2] provisions as outlined in Education Code Section 47607.2(a)(3)(B) and 47607.2(c).  Pursuant to state law, this provision is mandatory for Low-Level schools and optional for Middle-Level schools. Authorizers with schools not meeting n-size requirements for public reporting student group performance through the Dashboard may use Group B measures to highlight student group performance while adhering to pupil privacy protections.

	Charter Data Reflection

	There was a notable increase in high school completers from 192 in 2019-2020 to 308 in 2020-2021. Our percentage of high school completers enrolling in college has grown, providing insight into the school's success in preparing students for postsecondary education. The ethnic distribution of students enrolling in college shows the variations in the number of students from different ethnic backgrounds pursuing higher education. Looking at specific ethnic groups, such as Latino students, there was an increase in college enrollment from 21 in 2019-2020 to 33 in 2020-2021, which indicates an overall increase for students who may be underrepresented in college enrollment.  Our increase in high school completion numbers and college-going percentage rates are increasing as we grow the program.

	The visiting team toured the campus, observed four classrooms, viewed eleven different students’ work, and observed classroom discussions and presentations. The teachers and staff have developed excellent communication systems with students and families. Teachers regularly communicate with families and meet in person at least twice per semester, if not more. The differentiated support available to students, families, and teachers is commendable. 

The teachers are on a looping system, meaning they keep the same students and families throughout their time at the school. This allows teachers to develop strong relationships with students and families and a strong understanding of what they need to be successful, especially those students with the greatest need. 

During the classroom observations, 23 of 24 students were engaged and participated in the learning. The teachers all appeared proficient in using and applying technology to teach and assess student learning. All but one student appeared on task. When the need was observed, a paraprofessional staff person provided individualized support to the one student not on task.

[bookmark: _Toc176778983]Criteria to Determine Renewal Track (CDE March 2024)

Pursuant to California Education Code (EC) Section 47607(c), as an additional criterion for determining whether to grant a charter renewal, the chartering authority shall consider a charter school’s placement under performance categories based on the charter school's performance on the California School Dashboard (Dashboard). 
The following two criteria are used to determine the performance category (i.e., High, Middle, or Low) of a charter school: 
1. Criterion 1: Based on the performance colors received for all of the state indicators on the Dashboard for the two previous Dashboard years. The Dashboard state indicators are: 
• English language arts/literacy (ELA), 
• Mathematics, 
• Chronic Absenteeism Indicator, 
• English Learner Progress Indicator (ELPI), 
• Graduation Rate Indicator, 
• College/Career Indicator (CCI), and 
• Suspension Rate Indicator. 
2. Criterion 2: Based on the “Status” (also known as current year data) for all academic indicators with a performance color for the two previous Dashboard years. Note that per California EC Section 47607(c)(3), academic indicators are defined as: 
• ELA, 
• Mathematics, 
• ELPI, and 
• CCI. 

Criterion 1 (Performance Colors) 
The following conditions apply for charter school renewal under Criterion 1: 
• Must have at least two academic indicators (i.e., ELA, Mathematics, CCI, and/or ELPI) at the school level in each of the two Dashboard years. (The two academic indicators do not need to be the same indicators each year.) 

Charter schools that meet the following conditions are determined to be High or Low level, based on the color assignments at the school level: 
• High Level: The school has Blue and/or Green on all state indicators for two years: Eligible for presumptive renewal. 
• Low Level: The school has Red and/or Orange on all state indicators for two years: Eligible for presumptive non-renewal. 
Charter schools that do not meet Criterion 1 requirements for presumptive renewal or non-renewal are subject to Criterion 2. 

Criterion 2 (Status) 
The following conditions apply for charter school renewal under Criterion 2: 
1. Limited to academic indicators (i.e., ELA, Mathematics, CCI, and ELPI). 
2. Limited to only those academic indicators with a color (Note: Status levels were also used as a proxy for performance colors on the 2023 Dashboard CCI). 

Performance determinations under Criterion 2 are based on the overall Status for both the charter school and its student groups, and how they compare with the statewide averages for the two previous Dashboard years. The state’s Status is used as the “statewide average” for the academic indicators.

3. For each academic indicator, after removing the student groups in step 2 above, identify the student groups with a color that scored higher than their respective student group statewide average (i.e., received a higher Status score on the indicator). 
4. Each school must have at least two remaining student groups that receive a color. (Note that the total number of student groups can be across the two previous Dashboard years.) 
5. The student groups must have at least two academic indicators in each of the two Dashboard years. (The two academic indicators do not need to be the same indicator each year.) 
6. To be placed in the High Level, for each academic indicator for each year, the school must have a majority of student groups (i.e., 50 percent or 


greater) scoring higher than the statewide average for their respective student group. (Note: If the school does not have two remaining student groups, the school is placed in the Middle level.) 

Determinations for Presumptive Non-Renewal/Low-Level 
1. Schools with a performance color for all academic indicators received an overall Status that is the same as or lower than the state average. 
2. For each academic indicator, remove the student groups that performed higher than or at the same level as the statewide average. a. For the 2023 Charter School Performance Level Data File, the student groups that performed higher or at the same level were White, Asian, Filipino, and Two or More Races. (Note: The ELPI does not have student groups; however, the school must have a higher Status than the statewide average.) 
3. For each academic indicator, after removing the student groups in step 2 above, identify the student groups that scored lower than their respective student group statewide average (i.e., received a lower Status score on the indicator). 
4. Each school must have at least two remaining student groups that receive a color. (Note that the total number of student groups can be across the two previous Dashboard years.) 
5. The student groups must have at least two academic indicators in each of the two Dashboard years. (The two academic indicators need not be the same each year.) 
6. To be placed in the Low Level for each academic indicator for each year, the school must have a majority of student groups (i.e., 50 percent or greater) scoring lower than the statewide average for their respective student groups. (Note: If the school does not have two remaining student groups, it is placed in the Middle level.) 

Middle Performance 
Charter schools that meet neither the High nor Low level under Criterion 1 or 2 are automatically placed in the Middle level.
Exclusion of Schools with Dashboard Alternative Schools Status (DASS) 
DASS charter schools have their own renewal criteria. Therefore, the High, Middle, or Low levels are not determined for these schools. As a result, they are not included in the 2023 Charter School Performance Category Data File.
