Core Question: Is the charter school serving public policy purposes?

The Public Policy Purpose Framework (Framework) is intended as a starting point for authorizers to adopt or augment their existing procedures for evaluating charter schools’ public policy performance.[footnoteRef:1] Any measure of a charter school’s public policy performance should be grounded in the original intent of the Charter Schools Act by which it is accountable to its authorizer and the public. Like the previous Frameworks, these standards often combine legal requirements (based on state and federal law and regulation) and authorizer-specific requirements. Obligations of the charter school are typically found in the charter petition and memorandum of understanding (MOU) as specific compliance requirements or broad statements or assurances that the charter school shall comply with applicable laws. Because the Framework monitors compliance with uniformly applicable standards, it holds all charter schools to the same standards of legal and ethical requirements. [1:  This Toolkit is intended as a resource for authorizers. Authorizers should consult legal counsel before finalizing their templates and guidance.] 

The guidance in this Framework assumes that the majority of the data collection and reporting is the responsibility of the authorizer. However, authorizers may complete this Framework or direct charter schools to complete sections of it—the responsibility for data collection may be shared between the authorizer and the school.
This Framework is based on work by CCAP and with input from California authorizers.

Categories organize the Public Policy Framework and include targets and ratings that reflect a consensus among authorizers implementing nationally accepted best practices. The intent of providing the targets and ratings is to establish an oversight example; however, each authorizer should review and modify the Framework as it deems appropriate.

· Measure 1c: Reflection

· Public Policy refers to the government's actions to address societal issues. For example, public policy addresses problems over the long term, such as healthcare or gun control, and as such, it can take years to develop. Public policy addresses issues that affect a wider swath of society rather than those of smaller groups.
· The intent of CA Charter Schools Act of 1992 (SB 1448) is to provide opportunities for teachers, parents, students, and community members to establish and maintain schools that operate independently from the existing school district structure as a method to accomplish all of the following: 
· improve student learning, 
· increase learning opportunities for all students, with special emphasis on expanded learning experiences for students who are identified as academically low-achieving students;
· encourage the use of different and innovative teaching methods, 
· create new professional opportunities for teachers, including the opportunity to be responsible for the learning program at the school site, 
· provide parents and students with expanded choices in the· types of educational opportunities that are available within the public school system and
· hold the schools established under SB 1448 accountable for meeting measurable student outcomes and provide the schools with a method to change from rule-based to performance-based accountability systems.

	The visiting team met with educational partner groups, including the administration, leadership team, teachers, support staff, parents, and students. Discussions with the leadership team gave insight into practices implemented to increase participation in standardized assessments and disaggregate and use data to drive instruction. The leadership team invested time in helping teachers and families understand the importance of assessments and their role in monitoring student growth. 
Parents shared that the school offers many opportunities for families to receive the support they need. They feel that the school offers many choices for students to be involved and engage in social activities. Teachers shared that leadership is transparent, and they feel they know what is happening. There is great communication between the leadership team and staff, and families feel supported and welcomed by school staff and administration.

	Academic Performance by Subgroup  
Participation rates in state testing for English Language Arts (ELA) and Math are consistent across all subgroups. However, the typical student enrolling exhibits severe deficits in both credits and skills, with an average reading level equivalent to 5th grade and an average math level equivalent to 3rd grade.  
 
In the 2022-2023 ELA CAASPP Results, performance among All Hispanic and Socioeconomically Disadvantaged (SED) students is similar, with All Students scoring 64 points below the standard, Hispanic students scoring 78.5 points below the standard, and SED students scoring 67.7 points below the standard.  
 
Similarly, in the 2022-2023 Math CAASPP Results, Hispanic and SED students show comparable performance, with the 'All Student' group scoring 163.4 points below the standard. Hispanic students are 164 points below the standard, and SED students are 168.5 points below the standard. Notably, no performance ratings were provided for African American, Asian, English Learners (EL), Homeless, students of 2+ Races, Special Education (SPED), or White students in either ELA or Math assessments.  Additionally, 34.7% of English Learner students demonstrate progress as assessed by their performance on the ELPAC, an increase of 5% from the previous school year.  
 
Lack of Adverse Findings on Disproportionality of Discipline and Identification of SPED    
The school has never been identified as having ‘Significant Disproportionality’ for discipline. The overall suspension/expulsion rate is typically 0% annually.   
 
Furthermore, the school has demonstrated no significant disproportionality in identifying special education students throughout the 2019-20, 2020-21, and 2021-22 data cycles. Although there was a noted instance of "disproportionate" identification for Hispanic students with Specific Learning Disabilities, the disproportionality measure was minimal, registering at 3.05, just above the identification threshold of 3. It's crucial to highlight that most Students with Disabilities arrive at the school with an IEP. The school is rarely the initiating entity in identifying students for Special Education Services.

The school plays a vital role as an anchor. Collaborating with organizations like the Chicano Federation, the local Business District, and LiveWell, the school hosts community fairs that offer essential supplies such as diapers, food, backpacks, and medical assistance to needy families. With a network of over 100 partners, the school provides extensive social services support to its students, including a community pantry to address food insecurity. The school creates a safer community environment through partnerships with programs that offer on-site mentoring to students.  
 
Furthermore, the school benefits local high schools by offering pathways for students to engage in credit recovery and return to their district of residence. The school embraces district referrals of students who are ineligible for graduation. This provides a mutual benefit, as the district can improve graduation rates, and the charter school can support students who may otherwise struggle to obtain their high school diplomas.

· Increase our enrollment ADA by 16%
